Take it to the Hoop

A permanent basketball hoop has been installed in the
parking lot of the tennis court facility. The hoop is open to
residents on a first come, first served basis.

Residents are reminded that community amenities are
intended to benefit all members of the neighborhood. Please
respect your neighbors when using the tennis courts and
basketball court.

The following are recommended guidelines to follow when
enjoying either the basketball hoop or the tennis courts:
« Amenities are for the use of BRO residents and their
guests, please limit the number of guests to two.

¢ Amenities should only be used during daylight hours
(dawn until dusk).

« Be respectful to those who live near the amenities by
avoiding littering, loud music, and foul language.

 Please know that Prince William County Police officers
patrol all common areas of the community and will be
called if necessary.

Beware of Solicitors with Ulterior Motives

The Board has been made aware of some unsavory activities
of solicitors. Remember you have the right to ask solicitors
for their license to sell in our community. If something
seems unsettling call the police using their non-emergency
number (703-792-6500).

Protecting Your Investment

The downturn in the real estate market makes it more
important than ever to make our community as visually
appealing as possible. Our community has abundant open
space and forested areas. Please take the time to maintain
your home and property in order to protect your investment
and the value of our community.

With your investment in mind, the Architectural Review
Board (ARB) distributed updated architectural guidelines.
Residents are asked to review and comply with the rules
stated therein. To ensure uniform enforcement, the ARB has
scheduled regular inspections of the community. The ARB
inspection procedures follow:

« Inspections will be performed once a month during the
spring and summer months (April through September).
During the winter months (October through March),
inspections will be performed every other month.

e The community will be divided into sections with a
member of the ARB designated to perform inspections
on that section.

 Findings will be recorded, compiled, and sent to the
Board for review within 3-4 days following the
inspections.

e The Board will follow up on the ARB report by
verifying the noted violations within 3-5 days of
receiving the report.

« Following verification, violations will be sent to
Armstrong Management.

e Armstrong Management will immediately forward
violation notices to homeowners who are not in
compliance.

Remember, taking care of your property enhances the
neighborhood and keeps everyone’s investment safe. If you
need assistance understanding the updated guidelines
contact the ARB at arc@broadrunoaks.com.

Please do not contact
Virginia Oaks about using their pool as they do not offer
outside pool memberships and only Virginia Oaks residents
are allowed to use their pool.



Updated Bylaws Enhance Community

Based on concerns from residents, the Board decided to put
two resolutions to a vote during the annual meeting in
October. The resolutions both successfully passed leading
to changes in the Broad Run Oaks Bylaws.

The first resolution changed the term an appointed Board
member serves when filling a resignation vacancy. The
change means that a newly appointed member who is filling
a position due to resignation will only serve until the next
annual meeting. This adjustment means that only Board
members elected by the community will serve full terms.

The second resolution dealt with a request to the County to
ban parking of trailers, watercraft, boat trailers, motor
homes, and camping trailers on the public streets within
Broad Run Oaks.

Courtesy is Contagious
Please remember to be considerate of your neighbors. Avoid
making loud noises (e.g., revving a car engine or mowing
your lawn) during early morning hours.

Road Safety—It’s Everyone’s Business

Often the 25 MPH speed limit within our community is too
fast, especially when traveling the narrow streets lined with
parked cars. Residents are asked to limit their speed and use
discretion when driving. This is especially important during
the summer months due to the abundance of people,
especially children, out enjoying the warm weather.

Parents are reminded to make children aware of safe
practices. Children should learn to follow the rules of the
road when riding their bicycles, roller skating, or
skateboarding. They should also be encouraged to play
somewhere other than the street since it is technically illegal
to play in the street and, if the police are called, the
homeowner could be fined for child endangerment.

Residents are requested to park in their driveway/garage and
limit the number of cars parked along the street. Excess
vehicles on the street make it difficult to maneuver and can
be a hazard.

At the same time |
would like to remind residents that portable basketball nets, while allowed in our community, must be stored off the street and
out of sight from the road when not in use, and that children playing basketball in the street should not impede vehicle traffic.
